	Your mission today is to be a Capital letter detective.     Capital letters are used at the start of a sentence and for Proper Nouns.   Proper Nouns are the names of people, places and days of the week and months of the year.  They all start with a Capital Letter.    
Can you spot the mistakes in these sentences and rewrite each sentence with the Capital letters in the right places?
Example:

friday is the day that i have dance lessons.

Friday is the day that I have dance lessons.
1.  i live in bristol.

2. i have swimming lessons on    monday.

3. the year 1 teachers at oasis academy marksbury road are called miss betts and miss newbery.

CHALLENGE:  Can you write your own sentences that start with a Capital letter and use Proper nouns?

e.g.

I eat fish fingers on Friday.

My birthday is in August.

I would like to go to Japan one day. 

	Maths Mission:  
30 minutes  
	Today’s mission is to make your own numberline from 0 to 50  You can do this however you want, using whatever you have at home, but your child should be practising his or her number formation and writing each number from 0 to 50 to create the numberline.  

Encourage your child to concentrate on forming each number the right way round.    If you can, keep this for tomorrow’s home learning as you can use it to help you solve maths problems.  
An easy way is to make a numberline is to use strips of paper, drawing a horizontal line across each one, and drawing small vertical lines along it and writing the numbers from 0-50 under each little vertical line.  Picture example below:
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Attached are some other ideas for ways to make your numberline.
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For help with number formation and numbers to 50, below is a hundred square for your child to refer to.
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CHALLENGE:

Can you use your numberline to answer these questions?

1) What number is one less than 24?

2) What number comes in between 45 and 47?

3) What number is one more than 17?

4) What number comes in between 29 and 31?

5) What two numbers come in between 36 and 39?

 Day 2 
	Mission: Can I build a purposeful product based on a design criteria using my plan to support me? 

By the end of this mission, children will have made their own worry monster. Worry monsters are friendly monsters that nibble up worries and make them go away! 

Part 2:  Today the children will use their designs to gather materials to make their worry monster. 
Remember your design criteria: the monster must be able to be placed in my bedroom, it must be able to take or listen to my worries (a hole or slot perhaps).

Remember, the monsters could be make from junk modelling and recycling from around the house, a picture they have designed and coloured and then cut out, use of basics at home such as a plastic cup or tissue box or they could get creative and sew something. Use whatever is available to you and your household.
