	Children to read or support them to read this short text: 

The Legend of Loch Ness The Loch Ness monster, Nessie, is said to live in the deep, dark waters of Loch Ness, Scotland. Loch is a Scottish word for lake. The story of Nessie was said to have started in AD 565. A monk called Columba saw a giant ‘water beast’ coming out of the water. He said a prayer to scare the monster away. Fact or Fiction? Nobody has ever proved Nessie to be real. However, there have been over 1000 sightings since the legend began. Over one million people visit the loch every year to try and spot the famous monster. 

Believe It or Not? 

• Some scientists think that Nessie was a dinosaur. 

• Part of the loch is 812ft deep. It has been named Nessie’s Lair. 

• There are over 200 000 internet searches for Nessie every month. 

• Nessie has her own fan club. 

• Even Scooby Doo has tried to find Nessie!
After they can answer these questions, these can be verbal answers or they could be written down or typed. Children could even draw their responses. Suggested answers are in italics.

This text is non-fiction as it is talking about the legend of The Loch Ness Monster and the facts of what has happened or been seen over the years.  
Where is The Loch Ness Monster from?  

Loch Ness in Scotland.
What did the monster’s tail look like?

‘A long striped tail’

What does Loch mean in Scottish?  

It means lake.
What do scientists think the Loch Ness Monster could be? 

A dinosaur.
Can you find one fact about the Loch (lake)?     

You could have found ‘part of the loch is 812ft deep’ or ‘named Nessie’s lair’ or it is in ‘Scotland’.

You may want to research more information on the Loch Ness Monster on a phone, tablet or computer if you can. (There is a small information sheet at the bottom of today’s timetable)

· A labelled picture about what you think the Loch Ness Monster looks like, how it behaves and what it gets up too.

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	Topic Mission: 

 Day 2 
	By the end of this mission, children will have made their own worry monster. Worry monsters are friendly monsters that nibble up worries and make them go away! 

Part 2:  Today the children will use their designs to start to gather materials and begin to make their worry monster. We have left 2 days for this activity as it may be something the children wish to come back to over a couple of days or they may do it all in one afternoon! Remember your design criteria: the monster must be able to be placed in my bedroom, it must be able to take or listen to my worries (a hole or slot perhaps).

Remember, the monsters could be make from junk modelling and recycling from around the house, a picture they have designed and coloured and then cut out, use of basics at home such as a plastic cup or tissue box or they could get creative and sew something. Use whatever is available to you and your household.   
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These Missions have been designed to be accessible, using little resources and most importantly fun for your children to complete. Please use what you can, any resources you do not have could be substituted for something else and suggestions have been made for this where possible.

The Loch Ness Monster
The Loch Ness Monster or Nessie is said to be a creature that lives in
the waters of Loch Ness, near Inverness in the Scottish Highlands.
Loch Ness is the second largest loch in Scotland by surface area and it
contains more fresh water than all of the lakes in England and Wales
combined. It is the second deepest loch in Scotland; 230 metres at its
deepest point, so there's plenty of room for a monster!

The first recorded sighting of the monster was in AD565, when it
supposedly attacked and killed a local man, before being stopped from
attacking another man by St Columba. Over the years, rumours have
spread around the world about strange events and sightings at Loch
Ness. Photographs have been studied, eyewitness accounts examined
and boats have scanned the deep waters looking for evidence but, to
this day, there is no definite proof that the monster is real

The water of the loch is dark and murky due to the high levels of
peat in the surrounding soil. This makes visibility poor and adds to
the difficulty of getting a clear photograph underwater. However,
many genuine observers have been utterly convinced they have seen
a monster in the water.

Is Nessie a species of Plesiosaur from ancient times? As a result of
the monster stories and sightings, Loch Ness has become a popular
tourist destination and people can now hop on a boat and travel
around the loch looking for the famous monster themselves.
