	Reading Mission:  
30 minutes 

 
	Children to read or support them to read this short text: 
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The Gruffalo: 

A mouse took a stroll through the deep dark wood.  A fox saw the mouse and the mouse looked good.  “Where are you going to, little brown mouse? Come and have lunch in my underground house.”

“It’s terribly kind of you, Fox, but no – I’m going to have lunch with a gruffalo.”

“A gruffalo? What’s a gruffalo?”

“A gruffalo! Why didn’t you know?”

“He has terrible tusks, and terrible claws, And terrible teeth in his terrible jaws.”

“Where are you meeting him?”

“Here, by these rocks, And his favourite food is roasted fox.”

“Roasted fox!  I’m off! Fox said.  “Goodbye little mouse,” and away he sped.

“Silly old fox! Doesn’t he know, There’s no such thing as a Gruffalo?”

On went the mouse through the deep dark wood.  An owl saw the mouse and the mouse looked good.  “Where are you going to, little brown mouse? Come and have lunch in my treetop house.”
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“It’s frightfully nice of you, Owl, but no – I’m going to have tea with a gruffalo.”

“A gruffalo? What’s a gruffalo?”

“A gruffalo! Why didn’t you know?”
After they can answer these questions, these can be verbal answers or they could be written down or typed. Children could even draw their responses. Suggested answers are in italics. 
Where did the mouse take a stroll? 
A deep dark wood. 
What does the author mean when they say ‘the mouse looked good’?  

It means the mouse looked tasty to the fox. He wanted to eat the mouse.
Where does the fox live?
An underground house. 
What adjectives are used to describe the gruffalo?
Terrible tusks, terrible claws, terrible teeth in his terrible jaws.
What was the next animal the mouse saw? 
An owl. 
Can you find two contractions in the text? What is a contraction? 
It’s, doesn’t, there’s, I’m, didn’t, what’s. A contraction is word that has been shortened by combining two words. Example: ‘did’ ‘not’ becomes ‘didn’t’  

What do you notice about this text? 
It is a rhyming story. 

Have you read any other stories by Julia Donaldson?  
Children may or may not know other stories, you may wish to research some together. 

	Writing Mission: 
 30 minutes
	Your mission today is to create a piece of writing about what kind of monster you would be. You may want to base your writing on a monster you have made up or one you have thought about or written about this week. It may be good to draw you as a monster first as a plan for describing how you look and behave as a monster. You could be a friendly monster, a mean monster, a food monster, a football monster or a magic monster, it is up to you! You can use the lined paper below, scrap paper or type whatever suits you.  

Example: 
I am the food monster. I am a ginormous, fluffy and blue monster, with shaggy hair and floppy ears. My eyes are big and round, always searching for something to eat. I plod slowly about, tiptoeing wherever I go. I sneak into kitchens and go straight to the kitchen cupboards, throwing packets on the floor, opening boxes and jars, looking for yummy things to eat. By the time I have finished I have cereal in my fluff, sticky jam all over my face and noodles all over my ears, not to mention the mess on the floor, but, I just can’t stop because I am the food monster. If you come home to a messy kitchen, with no food to be seen, it may well have been me nibbling on your food. What a naughty monster I am!   
Make sure you try to use expanded noun phrases (two or more adjectives using a comma), suffixes (such as words using ‘ing’ ‘est’ ‘er’ and ‘ed’), conjunctions, (and, so, if, but, because) and exclamation sentence (has to start with what or how and end with an exclamation mark such as ‘What a crazy monster he is!’) 

 

	Maths Mission:  

30 minutes  
	Todays mission is for you to see if you can match the division  questions to the monster answers. They have got all mixed up! Work out the answers to the divisions below and find the monster that matches that answer. You may want to time yourself and see how quickly you can work the answers out. (There is a support sheet with times tables on if needed below)
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Divisions to match to the monsters: 

10 ÷ 2 =

9 ÷ 3 =

14 ÷ 2 =

100 ÷ 10 =

12 ÷ 4 =

20 ÷ 5 =

10 ÷ 10 =

10 ÷ 5 =

24 ÷ 3 =

30 ÷ 5 =

33 ÷ 3 =

24 ÷ 2 =

Challenge: If you fancy a challenge see if you can find another division equation for the same monster answer, for example you can make the answer 5 using lots of division equations such as 20 ÷ 4 = 5 and 10 ÷ 2 = 5 and 25 ÷ 5 = 5.
