	Children to read or support them to read this short story: 

As I lay, in my warm bed,
All the monsters run through my head
Gruesome, mean, horrible things
I wonder what this night brings?

I dare not look under my bed
Close my eyes tight shut instead
Wish they would all go away
And never come back, in any way

I still cannot sleep
And I am dying to peek,
But this, I really dread - 
What could be under my bed?

It thumps and snorts

It huffs and blorts

It scratches and snuffles

It grumbles and chuffles

So I slowly leaned over
With a torch, moreover
Shined the light into dark space
To find my dog, wagging his tail all over the place
After they can answer these questions. These can be verbal answers or they could be written down or typed. Children could even draw their responses. Suggested answers are in italics. 
How do you know the author is a child?

Because they are worried about monsters under the bed – adults mostly aren’t!

Was it a brave thing to do to look under the bed?

Yes or no with reasoning for why they have chosen that.

What kind of writing is this?

This is a poem.

How can you tell what kind of writing it is?

Rhyme/verses/rhythm.

What do you think the author may have felt at the start of the poem?
Scared/worried/anxious – provide reasons.

What do you think the author may have felt at the end of the poem?

Relieved/annoyed/comforted – provide reasons.

What do you think the word “moreover” means?
As well as, in addition, also, furthermore.

Explain why a monster might choose to hide under a bed in the first place.

Reasonable answer, providing reasoning, e.g. warm, dark, quiet, easy to scare children.

	Writing Mission: 
 30 minutes
	Today your child will write a poem about a monster. They may wish to use the monster they designed earlier in the week, or they could use one of the following monsters.
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The poem is called “The monster that came to tea”. It could rhyme or not, depending on your preference! Rhyming can be harder or make the poem make less sense. The first line of the poem could be: 

We all had a big surprise, when a monster came to tea,

Example poem:

We all had a big surprise, when a monster came to tea,

It had nine billion eyes, and introduced itself to me

It had heard mum’s roast was great, and had travelled a very long way,

Did we think we could spare it a plate? And maybe a place to stay? 

It oozed in through the door, leaving a trail of grey slime, 

It deposited goop on the floor, and covered the carpets with grime,

It knocked over the chair in the hall, and gave the cat quite a fright on the way,

And when it caused the paintings to fall, it generously offered to pay

You might choose to finish this poem and decide what other mischief the monster causes!

Try and include your best vocabulary. Use the Internet to look for synonyms if you need to improve a word. Similes and metaphors can always help in a poem! 

There are adjective word mats provided in the General Resources section.

	Maths Mission:  
30 minutes  
	Perimeter: Remind your parents what perimeter is! (The perimeter is the length around the outside of a shape, e.g. the distance around the outside of a picture frame.)
Can you estimate the perimeter of items around your home? Are you likely to measure in centimetres or metres? If you have a tape measure at home you can also find out if you are right! 
Challenge: If there are 100cm in a 1m, what would your estimate or measurement be in a) cm, and b) m? Remember you might have to work in decimals e.g. 10 cm = 0.1m, and 150 cm = 1.5m

	Topic Mission: 

 Day 3
	By the end of this mission, children will have made their own worry monster. Worry monsters are friendly monsters that nibble up worries and make them go away! 
Part 2: Today the children will use their designs to start to gather materials and begin to make their worry monster. We have left 2 days for this activity as it may be something the children wish to come back to over a couple of days or they may do it all in one afternoon! 
Remember your design criteria: the monster must be able to be placed in my bedroom, it must be able to take or listen to my worries (a hole or slot perhaps). Remember, the monsters could be make from junk modelling and recycling from around the house, a picture they have designed and coloured and then cut out, use of basics at home such as a plastic cup or tissue box or they could get creative and sew something. Use whatever is available to you and your household. 
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These Missions have been designed to be accessible, using little resources and most importantly fun for your children to complete. Please use what you can, any resources you do not have could be substituted for something else and suggestions have been made for this where possible.
