After they can answer these questions. These can be verbal answers or they could be written down or typed. Children could even draw their responses. Suggested answers are in italics. 
Is this text fiction or non-fiction? 

This text is non-fiction as it is talking about the legend of The Loch Ness Monster and the facts of what has happened or been seen over the years. 

Where is The Loch Ness Monster from?
Loch Ness is in Scotland. 

What did the monster’s tail look like? 
‘A long striped tail’ 
Do you think the monster exists? Explain why or why not.

A reasonable answer, with evidence, e.g. “No because there is ‘no definite proof’ or “Yes, because lots of people have seen it over time.”

If it does exist, is it possible that it is a plesiosaur from the time of dinosaurs?
No, because nothing can live that long!

From the text, explain what effect on Scotland the monster has had – even if it isn’t real!

Tourism, popular stories, excitement about the country, other reasonable answers.

	Writing Mission: 
 30 minutes
	Your mission today is to create a recruitment poster for the job of “Loch Ness Monster”. The old monster has retired and you need to hire a new one. 
Include: 

Job description – what will the monster have to do?

Pay – how much will they be paid – and what with? (Do monsters use money?)

Benefits of the job – why would somebody want to do it? (E.g. Lots of fish to eat, popular monster, lovely area)
A picture of Loch Ness to show off the location

The writing should also include: 

Expanded noun phrases (beautiful, scenic Loch Ness)

Adverbs of time and cause (When you apply, … )

Prepositions of time and cause (on Tuesday, in May)
Rhetorical questions
There are adjective word mats provided in the General Resources section.

	See the sheet below to read times to the nearest minute. 

Challenge: Can you write the time in analogue time? E.g. Seven minutes past nine, fourteen minutes to three.

Remember, if it is more than 30 minutes past an hour, it becomes minutes to the next hour! 

	Topic Mission: 

 Day 4
	By the end of this mission, children will have made their own worry monster. Worry monsters are friendly monsters that nibble up worries and make them go away! 

Part 3: Today the children need to try out their worry monsters before they evaluate them tomorrow. Children will need to use a piece of paper (could be any kind of paper, scrap or notebooks) to write a worry or feeling and put it into the worry monster. This might be within the worry monster (if it is a box) or through its mouth and lay behind it (if it is a picture). Get children to really think about this. How are they feeling today, is there anything they are worried about or particularly happy about, are they thinking about something every night when they go to bed? How does this worry make them feel? How can it be made better? They may not have any worries, which is fantastic, instead they may want to write to the monster about their day. 

An example of a worry entry is below, both a worry and a day entry whatever is applicable: 

Example 1: 

Dear Worry Monster, 

Today I am a little bit worried about being at home all the time. It is not what we usually do and I’m not sure when things might go back to normal. I feel nervous and a bit anxious about what might happen in the future. I think that if I talk to someone about it we might be able to decide what we want to do and they might reassure me that things will be okay, and the feelings might go away. To keep myself happy I might play a game or read a book. Please eat my worry, monster!

Example 2: 

Dear Worry Monster, 

I am feeling happy today, the sun is shining and I love the sun. I have read some of my book which I am really enjoying and I wrote a part of my story today, which is going really well! I hope this happy feeling continues, it makes me feel safe and comfortable. Thank you for listening, Worry Monster.

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These Missions have been designed to be accessible, using little resources and most importantly fun for your children to complete. Please use what you can, any resources you do not have could be substituted for something else and suggestions have been made for this where possible.
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The Loch Ness Monster
The Loch Ness Monster or Nessie is said to be a creature that lives in
the waters of Loch Ness, near Inverness in the Scottish Highlands.
Loch Ness is the second largest loch in Scotland by surface area and it
contains more fresh water than all of the lakes in England and Wales
combined. It is the second deepest loch in Scotland; 230 metres at its
deepest point, so there's plenty of room for a monster!

The first recorded sighting of the monster was in AD565, when it
supposedly attacked and killed a local man, before being stopped from
attacking another man by St Columba. Over the years, rumours have
spread around the world about strange events and sightings at Loch
Ness. Photographs have been studied, eyewitness accounts examined
and boats have scanned the deep waters looking for evidence but, to
this day, there is no definite proof that the monster is real

The water of the loch is dark and murky due to the high levels of
peat in the surrounding soil. This makes visibility poor and adds to
the difficulty of getting a clear photograph underwater. However,
many genuine observers have been utterly convinced they have seen
a monster in the water.

Is Nessie a species of Plesiosaur from ancient times? As a result of
the monster stories and sightings, Loch Ness has become a popular
tourist destination and people can now hop on a boat and travel
around the loch looking for the famous monster themselves.
